Dig a trench 6-12 inches deep to bury the compost
and cover it with 3 inches of soil.

In between beds, the distance between the plant and
Happy Farmer™ fermented compost should be 8 inches.

Using planters How to layer the soil in the planter
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Make sure that the planter has a good drainage! To maximize drainage, place about
1 1/2 inches of gravel in the bottom of the planter. Fill 1/3 of container with potting
soil. Add Happy Farmer™"fermented compost and lightly mix together with soil. Finally,
fill the remaining 1/3 of the container with potting soil and cover with a dark plastic
sheet. Wait two weeks before planting your favourite veggies etc.
